What Content & Qualification Does iTHIRST Provide?

This course and training offers 48 hours of comprehensive, academically certified, faith-based
formation. Those completing this training receive Spiritual Companionship certification and are qualified to
assist individuals suffering from addictions and their families.

Program participants will:

e Study the spiritual dimension of the disease of addiction, including its devastating physiological and
psychological effects.

e Learn pastoral care strategies appropriate for this population and motivational interviewing and
listening techniques.

e Receive Spiritual Companion Certification through Seton Hall University in New Jersey along with an
official iThirst companion card to promote their service to their community

e Receive 4.8 Continuing Education Units.

How Will Training Be offered?
The Spiritual Companionship training will be offered_virtually, for eight weeks, twice a week (3 hr. sessions)
